RESUMO

A maioria dos casos de CEO surge de lesbes benignas precursoras,
denominadas lesdes/desordens potencialmente malignas (LPM), que se
diagnosticadas nessa fase evitariam todos os problemas relacionados ao cancer
oral. Assim, estudar o perfil epidemiolégico das lesBes potencialmente malignas
fornecera dados importantes ao cirurgido-dentista, afim de que o diagndstico
precoce do cancer se torne mais eficaz. Objetivos: Avaliar o perfil epidemiolégico e
a prevaléncia das desordens orais com potencial de transformacdo maligna
diagnosticadas no Servico de Histopatologia Oral da Universidade Federal de
Campina Grande (SHO-UFCG). Materiais e meétodos: Através de estudo
transversal por meio dos prontudrios e laudos anatomopatolégicos dos pacientes, de
onde serdo coletadas informacgdes referentes ao paciente (sexo, idade, cor de pele e
habitos) e a lesdo (caracteristicas clinicas e microscopicas). Os dados seréao
analisados por meio de estatistica descritiva e comparativa, utilizando intervalo de
confianca de 95% e valor de p estabelecido a < 0.05. Resultados: 72 casos de LPM
foram estudados neste trabalho, com o seguinte perfil clinicopatolégico: sexo
feminino, com idade variando de 15 a 80 anos, cor parda, exibindo leucoplasia oral
associada ao uso do tabaco/alcool. Conclusdo: Os dados alcancados nesta
pesquisa irdo contribuir com a literatura para o estabelecimento de um consenso
sociodemogréafico a respeito da populacdo em risco as lesGes potencialmente
malignas, evidenciando a importancia do cirurgido-dentista no o diagndstico precoce
do cancer oral.
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EPIDEMIOLOGICAL PROFILE OF ORAL POTENTIALLY MALIGNANT LESIONS
IN A BRAZILIAN POPULATION

ABSTRACT

Most cases of oral malignances arise from benign precursor lesions, called
potentially malignant lesions/disorders (PML), which, if diagnosed at this stage,
would avoid all problems related to oral cancer. Thus, studying the epidemiological
profile of potentially malignant lesions will provide important data to dentists, so that
the early diagnosis of cancer becomes more effective. Objectives: To evaluate the
epidemiological profile and prevalence of oral disorders with potential for malignant
transformation diagnosed at the Oral Histopathology Service of the Federal
University of Campina Grande (SHO-UFCG). Materials and methods: Through a
cross-sectional study through the medical records and pathological reports of
patients, from which information will be collected regarding the patient (gender, age,
skin color and habits) and the lesion (clinical and microscopic characteristics). Data
will be analyzed using descriptive and comparative statistics, using a 95% confidence
interval and p value set at < 0.05. Results: 72 cases of LPM were studied in this
work, with the following clinicopathological profile: female, aged between 15 and 80
years, brown color, exhibiting oral leukoplakia associated with tobacco/alcohol use.
Conclusion: The data obtained in this research will contribute to the literature for the
establishment of a sociodemographic consensus regarding the population at risk for
potentially malignant lesions, highlighting the importance of the dentist in the early
diagnosis of oral cancer.
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
