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DISSIDENCIA RELIGIOSA E IMPRENSA: O PROTESTANTISMO NO IMPERIO

RESUMO

Nossa pesquisa pretendeu investigar as influéncias da dissidéncia religiosa no Brasil Imperial, buscando
perceber o processo de assimilacdo do protestantismo e sua influéncia na configuracdo da sociedade
brasileira imperial. Para tanto, tomamos como base para nossa pesquisa os periédicos que circulavam no
Brasil nos primeiros anos ap6s a Independéncia, e apés a analise da documentacédo disponivel, foi possivel
conjecturarmos que algumas ideias associadas a Reforma Protestante apresentaram-se para alguns como
sendo um projeto mais adequado para se pensar a politica e a sociedade brasileira que estava se
formando. Também fomos levados a crer que, embora ndo existissem instituicdes protestantes que
evocassem tais projetos, a ideologia protestante se fazia representar pelas ideias de democracia, direitos
naturais e, em certo grau, pelo iluminismo francés. Além do mais, o protestantismo colaborou para uma
reelaboracdo do pensamento catdlico, o que tivemos a chance de depreender das palavras publicadas no
Typhis Pernambucano, periédico que demos mais énfase no decorrer do projeto.
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RELIGIOUS DISSENT AND PRESS: PROTESTANTISM IN THE EMPIRE

ABSTRACT

Our research objectived to investigate the influences of religious dissent in Imperial Brazil, seeking to realize
the process of assimilation of Protestantism and its influence on the setting of the imperial Brazilian society.
For this, we take as the basis for our research periodics circulating in Brazil in the first years after
independence, and after the analysis of the available documentation, was possible to conjecture that some
ideas associated with the Protestant Reformation were for some as being a more suitable project to think
about politics and the Brazilian society that was forming. Also we were led to believe that, although there
were no Protestant institutions that defended such projects, the Protestant ideology was represented by the
ideas of democracy, natural rights and, to some degree, by the French enlightenment. Moreover,
Protestantism contributed to a reworking of Catholic thought, that which we had the chance to see in the
words published in the Typhis Pernambucano, the periodic emphasized in the course of the project.
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
