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RESUMO

Este trabalho é resultante do projeto de pesquisa PIBIC/ CNPg/ UFCG cujo objetivo é
analisar a incluséo e participacdo de mulheres, agricultoras familiares, na dindmica social das
feiras agroecoldgicas promovidas pela associagdo de agricultores e agricultoras familiares ECO
— Borborema, situada na regido do Agreste da Paraiba (Nordeste- Brasil). A partir de um olhar
sécio-antropoldgico no qual se incluem as préaticas de comunicacao, visibilidade e participagao
destas agricultoras neste espago social e simbdlico que sdo as feiras agroecolégicas.
Objetivamos refletir sobre a interface género e agroecologia, discutindo questdes como a
inclusdo feminina na economia das feiras e suas repercussfes na constru¢cdo da autonomia por
parte destas mulheres e numa maior valorizag&o de seu trabalho e identidade no contexto da
agricultura familiar e agroecolégica.
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ABSTRACT

This paper is the result of the PIBIC/ CNPg/ UFCG research project to analyze the inclusion and
participation of women, household farmers, in the social dynamics of agroecological fairs
promoted by the household farmers’ association ECO — Borborema, situated at the ‘Agreste” of
Paraiba (Northeast of Brazil). Taking as a starting point a socio-anthropological regard in which
we can include the communication practices, visibility and participation of these female farmers
in this social and symbolic space which are the agroecological fairs. We aim to reflect on the
interface: gender and agroecology, discussing questions such as female inclusion in the fairs
and its repercussions on the construction of their autonomy and on a greater appreciation of
their work and identity in the context of household and agroecological agriculture.
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
